 ADMISSION  POLICY  (Junior Infants only) 

Application forms for admission to the school are available from the First  Friday in October 

of the year preceding the child’s entry to school. These forms must be returned to the 

school within 3 weeks of that date. Any applications received after this date may not be 

processed. During this 3 week period an information evening will be held for prospective 

parents. 

Application forms may be downloaded from the school website. The school office may also 

be contacted and an application form will be sent out by post. 

Information about applications will be available on the school website, the Parish News-

letter, local Playgroups and School Newsletters. 

All applications must be submitted in hard copy. 

Applicants will be notified of a decision 3 weeks after the closing date for receipt of appli-

cations.
